DO NOT set the mast up into tree

DO NOT move the pump hoist with the
mast up.

There is danger of tipping and there
may be unnoticed power lines or other
obstacles along the intended route.

This pump hoist is not a mobile crane.

DO NOT erect or lower the mast
without sufficient slack in all the cables.

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DO NOT lift a load if the mast extension

branches or other overhead obstructions. latch is not completely engaged.
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DO NOT exceed the rated load. DO DO NOT lift a load that is not

are not on a solid base. with a load on the mast.

All items in pipe racks or in the pump
hoist area or anywhere on the vehicle
must be strapped or secured before
moving the vehicle.




DO NOT operate the pump hoist
with a damaged cable.

DO NOT operate the pump hoist if
gears have broken, cracked or worn
teeth.

DO NOT operate the pump hoist if
any parts are excessively worn.

DO NOT operate the pump hoist with
improperly adjusted guy cables. A
loose guy line will not support the mast.




DO NOT change winch direction
unless the winch drum is
completely stopped.
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Be aware of moving parts and parts
that can come into motion.

Cylinders must be
partially retracted
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DO NOT lift a load with the mast in
maximum layback position.
